At this time, we have made the decision not to discuss this incident with the children. The reasons
for this are two-fold. Firstly, we believe it has gone unnoticed by them and do not wish to upset
them if possible. Secondly, we would like to approach such topics through our planned curriculum in
an age-appropriate way. However, if any of our pupils discuss it in school or seems distressed by it,
we will address their concerns and provide appropriate guidance and support. | hope you
understand and support this approach.
